Start with removing the useless plastic tie downs and install the metal hooks provided with the net:
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If you wish - you can cover the hole with a plug - you can find this on any auto store (Napa, Checkers etc.)
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Drill in the new hooks provided:
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Next - install the net.
I have to mention - there are infinite possibilities of adjusting and tying the net. Install it as suits you and what you will carry
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Here are some examples of how versatile and strong this net is.
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You can slide the floor hooks back to adjust the tension
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You can lift it up:
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... or tie it down
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Note - the storage box and the cooler are NOT empty [image: image15.png]
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My setup:
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In order to act as a shelf, to tie down the floor items and to be adjustable the net is supported from high and low, to be able to loose one and tie the other one and achieve the desired height

Works fantastic for medium to large to very large items and as a divider/organizer
